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TREK NOTES

JARRAHDALE WEEKEND

NOVEMBER 21st and 22nd, 2009

PLEASE NOTE CHANGE OF DATE!!!!
 Venue             Alan and Anna Sheehan’s, Lot 161 Racy Prince Court, Byford.  Left hand side of cul-de-sac.  Those wishing to arrive Friday afternoon are welcome to do so, please just let me know in advance.

Directions       Coming from South Western Highway turn west into Abernethy Road at the shops and Byford Tavern, travel approx 2 km and turn right into Renaud Way, at T junction turn left into Racy Prince Ct.  Travelling from Tonkin Highway turn left onto Thomas Road, turn right into Hopkinson Road, left into Abernethy Road, first left into Renaud Way, at T junction turn left into Racy Prince Ct.  Our house is down the end, left hand side of cul-de-sac.

This ride will be run under the ATHRA Code of Conduct.
SATURDAY RIDE:  This ride will start from Jarrahdale Oval, Nettleton Road Jarrahdale.  Coming from the North, you turn left into Nettleton Road, in Byford and travel 17.5 km, oval is on left hand side with large gravel car park.  We will then travel back down to my place to camp.  This ride will be down the railway line to Mundijong, is suitable for carts and involves hills, so breaching and breastplates will be needed.  Ride will be approximately 22 km with a slight detour off the railway line for horse water.

SUNDAY RIDE:  This will start from the corner of South Western Highway and Rails Crescent in Wungong.  There is parking on both sides of Rails Crescent, but this is right along South Western Highway, so please make sure your horse is tied securely while gearing up and watched at all times.  It is possible to pull well off the highway but extra care still needs to be taken. This ride will involve hill work again so breastplates required.  Unfortunately it is not suitable for carts.  Carts will be given a map of the Darling Downs area to explore.  Ride will be approximately 18 km.

Times           Arrive Saturday by 12.00 midday for paperwork and pre-ride meeting at 12.30 pm, for 1.00 pm ride out. Ride will be approx 22 km. Sunday ride 8.30 am – 9.00 am leave camp. Ride approx 18 km

Water           Horse water and drinking water available at camp and at Serpentine Oval.

Hay               All good clean hay OK
Fires             Bring a gas stove for personal use, gas BBQ will be available as well as all facilities in our house.  No Open fires.
Yards           BYO own yards. 
Ablutions    Toilet and Shower available, as well as heated spa.
Meals          BYO meals and horse food

Tracks        Suitable for horses and carts. Horses preferably shod or booted. The country is gravelly, so quite hard and rocky with hills. 
Children    This event is suitable for children 12 years and over.
